Meet the Swan Lake Homeowners, Inc.





The Swan Lake Homeowners, Inc. (SLHO) was formed in August of 1972, as a nonprofit civic improvement chartered to:


Provide for the continued safe and attractive maintenance of Swan Lake, the lake bottom and dam, and other properties owned by SLHO.


Improve and beautify the environs and common areas of the Swan Lake subdivisions.


The SLHO has an 8-member Board of Directors with four officers, president, vice president, secretary, and treasurer, three board members, and the immediate past president.  The Board usually meets quarterly, about the 1st Thursday in January, April, July, and October; and the members, currently 63 of 85 (74%) homeowners, meet semi-annually, usually the 2nd Thursday in October and January.  Properties maintained by the SLHO include the lake and dam, the two entrances, and the homeowners’ lot and pavilion at 261 Swan Lake Drive.  The annual dues, $75 for lakefront and $50 for non-lakefront properties, entitle members to lake privileges, use of the boat ramp and pavilion, and all homeowner activities.  These dues provide for city and county real estate taxes on lake properties, upkeep of the dam and spillway, and continuing maintenance of our most precious asset—Swan Lake.  Dues are our insurance for helping to maintain the values of all our properties.  Your support is needed by coming to meetings and paying annual homeowner dues.














For Your Information





The rules for the Swan Lake Area include the following stipulations (as revised 2000):


Fishing, swimming, and boating in the lake is restricted to homeowners who are current with their dues, and to their guests.


Speed of boats on the lake is not to exceed trolling speed.


Persons in boats and/or in water shall wear life jackets.


Fishing on the lake with trout lines or float jugs is prohibited.


Littering or dumping any materials in the lake is prohibited, including leaves and grass cuttings.


Pumping water from the lake for use by individual homeowners is prohibited.


Homeowners wishing to use the homeowners’ lot for social gatherings shall notify the chairman of the properties committee prior to the event.


No alcoholic beverages are allowed on the homeowners’ lot.


City of Jackson prohibits discharge of firearms and requires that dogs not be allowed to run loose.
