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SLHO Fall Membership Meeting, 8 Nov 2012





Assessments.  With regard to membership, 94% of the homeowners were current in their assessments for 2012.  This percentage is the highest in the 40-year history of SLHO.  Our community is very much alive and well.  Of the $5,200 assessments, 10% were placed in an escort account reserved for major maintenance on our common properties.  Only five homeowners were delinquent; two occupied homes and three vacant homes.  The membership voted to bring suit in Chancery Court against homeowners whose assessments are delinquent for 3 years, with 2013 being the 3rd year for SLHO assessments.





New Property Rules.  In the interest of liability and insurance, the membership voted to prohibit all swimming in Swan Lake.  Anyone who does swim in these waters will be in violation of our rules and will be at their own risk.  Also, the membership voted to require Personal Flotation Devices (PFDs) to be in the boat for all persons afloat on Swan Lake and for the PFDs to be on all children 12 and under.





SLHO Covenants Enforcement  The membership approved a general protocol for violations of the revised SLHO covenants which were distributed to all homeowners in August 2010 and are posted on the SLHO website (see above website address).  This protocol specified a time line, notifications, actions, responsible persons, and required the Board to impose fees for violations.  At the winter meeting, the Board of Directors clarified the protocol as directed by the membership to include urgency of the problem.  Examples of covenant violations include Immediate problems (e.g., lawn, landscaping, trash, pets, et al) to be corrected within a total of 30 days; Moderate problems (e.g., fences, docks/piers, vehicles, mailboxes, et al) to be corrected within a total of 90 days, and Long Term problems (e.g., exterior home repairs, garage doors, et al) to be corrected within a total of 120 days.  Forms and letters to notify homeowners of problems are being developed and these changes will be included in the 2013 SLHO Handbook revisions.

Community Emergency Response Team (CERT).  In collaboration with the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, the Hinds County Sheriff’s Department is sponsoring CERT training to educate citizens about hazards and train them in lifesaving skills so they are better prepared to respond to emergency situations in their communities.  The course includes disaster preparedness, search and rescue, medical operations, and terrorism.  The 2-day program is free to the public and will be held 9am-5pm on 13 and 14 February at the Hinds County Extension Department, 1735 Wilson Blvd, Jackson and includes materials, a back pack, and meals. JPD Citizens Police Academy.  The Jackson Police Department sponsors a quarterly Citizens Police Academy to educate and inform the community about the police department, provide a forum for police and community interaction and foster a partnership for a safer community.  This 7-day program meets 6-8 pm Monday thru Friday, 18-23 March and 9am-1pm on Saturday, 24 March in various JPD locations.  The curriculum includes input from all police divisions, driving and firearm simulators, ride-alongs in a precinct patrol car, and other actual experiences. Residents are encouraged to recycle electronic waste (e.g., computers, printers, phones, et al) 8am-3pm every Tuesday and Thursday and 4th Saturday at the Environment Service Center, Terry Road/Highway 80.  Residents also may dispose of bulky waste (e.g., car tires, appliances, et al) free of charge 8am-3pm on Saturday, 27 April at Battlefield Park on Terry Road, Jackson.
