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Remembering Our Covenants


In real property law, the term ‘covenants’ is used for conditions tied to the use of land.  A “covenant running with the land” imposes duties or restrictions upon the use of that land regardless of the owner of the property.  They provide clarity for the governance of common properties and the community in order to maintain harmony and protect property values for the homeowners, immediate neighbors, and our community.  





SLHO Covenants Enforcement.  A member-approved protocol for covenant violations specifies urgency of the problem, time lines, notifications, and actions, and requires the Board to impose fees for violations.  Examples include Immediate problems (e.g., lawn, landscaping, trash, pets, et al) to be corrected within a total of 30 days; Moderate problems (e.g., fences, docks/piers, vehicles, mailboxes, et al) to be corrected within a total of 90 days, and Long Term problems (e.g., exterior home repairs, garage doors, et al) to be corrected within a total of 120 days (see SLHO website, Common Property Rules).  





Common Problems.  Several covenants persist as common problems for our SLHO neighborhood.  These problems are of concern to homeowners in order maintain the status of our high quality neighborhood and help prevent us from deteriorating like other ‘older communities.’  Please remember the following rules:


Each homeowner is responsible for their guests, including any property damages or liabilities caused by these guests.  Homeowners are expected to accompany their guests while at the Pavilion or on the Lake and may not relinquish their Pavilion lot key to these guests.  


Persons may not sit on the railings at the SLHO pier and no more than five persons may be on the pier at one time.  


All persons in a boat afloat on Swan Lake are required to have for each person in the boat a Personal Flotation Devices (PFDs; life jackets) and the PFDs are required to be on all children 12 and under.


Swan Lake is posted ‘No Swimming.’  Anyone who does swim in these waters will be in violation of our rules and will be at their own risk.  











Reservations are required for parties of ten or more any time at the SLHO lot/Pavilion.  Persons are not permitted at the Pavilion after sundown without a permit, including a fee for the use of electricity.  Contact the Property Chairman for reservations and permits.


Homeowners and their guests are expected to curtail bright lights and loud noises outdoors from 10pm to 6am, Sun-Thu; 11pm to 6am, Fri-Sat.


In accordance with Jackson City Ordinance Art IV, Sec 118-347, “it is unlawful to park a vehicle in a front yard, in a side yard on the street side of a corner lot, or in a rear yard that abuts a public street.”  Violators will be reported to the Jackson Police Department.


Homeowners and residents are required to maintain exterior structures on their property, including paneling, shutters, garage doors, fences, docks/piers, mailboxes, out-buildings, etc, as well as lawns, shrubs, trees, trash removal, et al.  For homeowners with waterfront lots, this requirement includes backyards visible from the lake.


Plans for additions, alterations, or changes to structures that are visible from the exterior are subject to have review and prior approval by the Board, including color changes of the roof, paneling, doors, et al.  


How homeowners maintain their property, for better or for worse, effects all of us.  Remembering the Golden Rule, ‘Do unto others as you would have them do unto you,” goes a long way toward sustaining our beautiful Swan Lake community.





SLHO Beautification: ‘Show your Road Strip’


Please remember to trim your road edge lawn back to the edge of the asphalt, keep the white strip a clear path, and blow grass clippings and pine straw back into the yard, not out on the street, (a violation of Jackson City Ordinance Art IV Storm Water Quality Protection, Sec 122-304 Prohibited Practices).  This road marker helps to protect pedestrians, walkers and bikers, from traffic especially between sunset and sunrise and in inclement weather.
